Being an F-1 International Students

ÂMaintaining full-time status

ÂKeeping all your records up to date with 
program administrators

ÂMaking satisfactory progress in your program

ÂHaving the proper authorization should you 
decide to accept employment

ÂKeeping your I-20 and passport valid

ÂSpeaking to your program administrator should 
you have a question or intend to make a change 



ESL Students

Â Maintaining 18 instruction hours per semester

Â Maintaining a satisfactory attendance record

Â Appropriate signature of your I-20 when eligible for an 
annual vacation semester

Â Only accepting authorized employment on campus-
ESL students not eligible for OPT and CPT

Â Must keep program administrator informed of any 
changes in address and expected date of completion

Â Students must monitor end dates on I-20 and not allow 
it to expire



Degree Students

ÂMust be enrolled for 12 or more credits during 

the fall and spring semesters

ÂMust maintain Grade Point Average over 2.0

ÂMust have authorization from program 

administrator in order to accept employment

ÂMust keep program administrator informed of 

any changes in personal data

Social Security Cards

ÂThe College can only help those who obtain on-
campus jobs

ÂSince 2004, Social Security changed policy and 
now limit social security cards for F-1 students 
who obtain an on-campus job

ÂNo other way to request and have one approved

Â Social Security will not give a card for driverõs 
license



NYS Driverõs License

Â If you are going to operate a motor vehicle in 

New York State, you must have a NYS driverõs 

license.

Â International licenses are not valid in NYS and 

you will receive a ticket and other possible fines 

should you be stopped by a police officer.

ÂYou will need 6 points of identification in order 

to qualify to apply for a NYS driverõs license
